
HTML Basics: Class Exercise 2
Part A:
OK now the next step is to deliver pages according to the target user. When you design a page for a group of young children let’s say about the ages 5 – 10 years old, you obviously can’t expect older audience to enjoy the page as much as the kids did. You would have used more colorful or cartoon like images probably for the children with the sentences much shorter and simple to understand compared to something created for a much older audience. 

So today’s exercise will test your skill in implementing and delivering a page for different target users. The topic today is Adopt a Pet. Create a single page EACH using whatever HTML skills that you obtained so far to develop a page for two types of audience:


· A group of children aged 5 – 8 years old
· The general public (here you can assume it is for adults)

You can surf for some content (text and images). DO NOT add unnecessary and lengthy text. Only add what you think will deliver the message. Make your 2 page simple but presentable. 
Part B:

So you know how to delivery for different target audience, now we are going to test your on navigation methods.

Section 1: Linear Navigation

You have three types of navigation, right? Here you need implement these navigation methods on your web site that you’re just about to create. 

Let me divide the task into two. The first use your Adopt a pet (Kids) as a homepage and add 2 more pages to create a linear navigation. The navigation must be linear, which means in order to for me to get to page 3 I have to go through page 2. Somewhat like a book. Page 2 should be a page of how to care for your pet. Page 3 should have a list of things to do with your new pet.


Section 2: Tree Navigation
Using the Adopt a pet (Adults) page, create 2 extra pages: 1 page showing the list of new pets for adoption, the other page showing testimonials of the benefits of pets in a household.
